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Out of the 38 elective credits, students must complete a minimum of 18 credits from our department's

professional electives.
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The department allows students from other departments to take up to 20 credits of electives, including a
maximum of 6 credits from elective courses offered by the General Education Center (up to 4 credits from
physical education courses may be counted towards graduation credits).
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The National Defense Education Military Training Course is not included in the calculation of graduation
credits.
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Students can choose from the following specialized module courses
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Infant Care Module: Infant Health Care, Infant Massage, Newborn and Maternal Care, Infants and Toddlers
Curriculum Design, Infant Day Care Environmental Design, Infant Care Skills and Operation (12 credits)
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Special Education Module: Special Needs of Infants and Young Children, Early Intervention, Child Behavior
Modification, Curriculum and Teaching for Exceptional Children, Play Therapy, Inclusive Education, Family
Support for Children with Special Education Needs (14 credits)
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Computer Equipment Usage Course: Application Programming
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Senior students are allowed to take elective courses offered to junior students. The list of subjects is
determined based on the year of admission.
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Students must complete at least one interdisciplinary program before graduation. The available programs,
their regulations, and courses to be taken are subject to the actual departmental statistics and course
schedules for the academic year of admission.
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According to the regulations stipulated by the Ministry of Education in the 'Standards for Accreditation of
Credits for Departments, Minors, and Degree Programs Related to Early Childhood Education and
Childcare," Article 2: Upon completion of the professional competency courses in early childhood education
with a minimum of 32 credits and passing grades, students are issued a credit certificate by the school.
Those who obtain a diploma from a junior college or above are recognized as qualified early childhood
educators. In accordance with the above article, graduates of this department must complete the
professional competency courses in early childhood education totaling 32 credits and obtain a diploma

before being issued the credit certificate for early childhood educators.
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The department provides alternative courses for students with special needs who, after consultation and
assessment by the school's counseling center and resource classroom, or through proactive application and
evaluation by the student's previous unit, are confirmed to be unable to participate in off-campus
internships. Eight courses have been identified as acceptable alternatives, Infant Health Care, Child
Behavior Modification, Administration of Early Childhood Programs, Child Welfare Policies and Regulations,
Multi-Cultural Education, Teacher Emotional Management, Inclusive Education, and Practical Seminars.
Students may complete 8 credits from these eight courses to substitute for credits earned from
kindergarten teaching internships and diverse teaching internships. As stated in point 6, failure to complete
the professional competency courses in early childhood education students from obtaining the credit
certificate for early childhood educators. Therefore, students must sign a disclaimer to substitute courses
for internships to fulfill the required credits for graduation.
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Courses taken to obtain a secondary specialty certificate can be counted as graduation credits.
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Failure to take " Introduction to Early Childhood Education and Care " blocks enrollment in " Preschool
Curriculum and Instruction(l)". Failure to take " Preschool Curriculum and Instruction(l)" blocks enroliment

in " Preschool Curriculum and Instruction( II )". Failure to take both " Preschool Curriculum and
Instruction(l)" and " Preschool Curriculum and Instruction(II )" blocks enrollment in " Practicum in

Preschool and Kindergarten ".
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In addition to completing the required credits for graduation, all other graduation conditions must comply

with the regulations of the university in order to qualify for graduation.
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
